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FY 2023-24 Budget — Pay Package Methodology

Step 1: Calculated a 5% pay increase for filled and vacant employees in the State Personnel System, effective July 1,
2023.

Step 2: After the 5% pay increase was applied, calculated an average 10% pay increase for “hard-to-fill” positions in
the areas of Accounting, Budget, Finance, Auditing, Legal, Information Technology, Laboratory Technology and
Nursing, effective October 1, 2023.

Step 3: After the 5% pay increase was applied, calculated pay increases for the Department of Corrections, effective
July 1, 2023, increasing to $23/Hour, funding Retention Plan based on years of service, increase for Vocational
Teachers, and a CAD.

Step 4: After the 5% pay increase was applied, calculated Law Enforcement Officers pay increases, effective July 1,
2023, increasing to $55,000 minimum salary, percentage increase based on salary range, and increase for years of
service. A 4% increase was applied after the above pay increases for FDLE Special Agents and LEO, effective July 1,
2023.
